San Diego County’s 5th District Supervisor Bill Horn will discuss the recent decision to modify the General Plan Amendment Process and his opposition. He will also talk POP… Prosperity on Purpose. The idea behind it is to unite and coordinate North County cities and the unincorporated areas and create a cohesive plan for the future.

The second guest will be JC Thomas, a representative from San Diego Gas and Electric who will discuss the recent power outage, public meetings concerning rate changes and their new rates for solar customers.

Kym Bays will be the third guest. She was at last weeks’ Occupy Oceanside demonstration and will discuss the event and the goals of the protest.

Finally Carol Herrera, Vice-President of Vista Unified School District, in a previously recorded interview with author J. Stryker Meyer, will discuss the plan to split the school district into five separate voting areas in order to encourage more Latino candidate leaders. Carol will explain that Vista may not be the only institution to be affected by California Voting Rights Act.
